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Duration of M.S.S course will be one academic year.

There will be two separate groups in M.S.S. course, i.e., ‘Thesis Group’ and ‘General Group’. General Group will be divided into two streams as ‘General Group-A’ and ‘General Group-B’. 

Students of ‘Thesis Group’ will be required to select 3 courses from the courses of the ‘General group-A’ and 3 courses from the courses of the ‘General group-B’. Besides, they will have to take a thesis paper carrying 100 marks of which 25 marks will be allotted for viva-voce examination on thesis. The viva-voce examination will be held after the submission of the thesis in the department. The students will have to prepare a thesis under the guidance of a teacher of the department. Students securing 50% and above marks in Honours final examination will be allowed to offer thesis. 

Students of General Group-A and General Group-B will have to take five courses from their respective groups and 3 courses from the other. 

Besides, all students will be placed in fieldwork carrying 100 marks of which 75 marks will be on field practice and report and 25 marks will be on viva-voce examination on fieldwork.

In addition, all students will have to take part in Tutorial, Terminal and Viva-voce examinations carrying 50, 25 & 25 marks respectively.
